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OXFORD, ENGLAND—Hosted by the Council for
Christian Colleges & Universities (CCCU) Oxford office,
thirty representatives from three cooperating associations
met June 8-10 in Oxford, experiencing a genuine sense of
unanimity as they discussed the cause ofChristian higher
education (CHE).The associations represented were
CCCU, IAPCHE,and the International Council for
Higher Education (ICHE).

The delegations included participants from Austria,
Ecuador, England,India,Japan,Kenya,Korea,Mexico,
Netherlands, Nigeria,Russia,Uganda,and USA.Many of
the institutions represented were founded in the last 15
years, but others have had longer histories, such as
Serampore College, founded in India in 1818.

The three associations were represented by Ken
Gnanakan (ICHE Director) Rich Gathro (CCCU
Executive Vice President),and Nick Lantinga (IAPCHE
Executive Director) along with members of their boards.
Gathro, Gnanakan,and Lantinga have been meeting
together to informally collaborate for several years. The
Oxford meeting was underwritten by the Fund for
Integrated Education.

Think Piece
Prior to the meeting, a Think Piece was circulated among
the attendees which raised the following questions:
- What is international Christian higher education (CHE)

and what do we see God doing among us? 
- What is the purpose ofinternational CHE and what

can we learn from each other? 
- How do our history, culture, and theological context

affect our individual missions? 
- How can we strategically partner together most effec-

tively?

Committed to Cooperation
The three organizations agreed that they should form a
strategic alliance to address the following areas:
- Peer evaluation within the alliance to raise standards by

providing benchmarks for quality in all areas.
- External recognition of higher education institutions

by ecclesiastical and government agencies nationally
and internationally 

- Programs and networking opportunities on Faith and
Learning (curriculum,scholarship, teaching, faculty
exchange) 

- Resources (funds, library, leadership training, adminis-
trator exchange, faculty development programs)

Associations Cooperate

IAPCHE’s Congreso Internacional 2006 (CI06) brought
together brothers and sisters from around the world to
discuss ways to strengthen CHE.Our African delegates
requested,among many other initiatives, a series ofcon-
sultations in Africa.

This October, we will hold four consultations in Ghana,
Nigeria,Kenya,and South Africa.The purpose ofthese
consultations is (1) to encourage networking among
Christian scholars in the sub-regions and in Africa,(2) to
discuss together how IAPCHE can register its presence
in Africa through CPCHEA,(3) to strategize about pro-
moting integral Christian scholarship in Africa,and (4) to
share opportunities and challenges faced by Christian
scholars. The subregional consultations will culminate in
an All Africa Conference as first proposed at the 2005
Nairobi Conference and reinforced by the CI06 African
delegates. The All Africa Conference may be organized
in  2009 or 2010 depending on input at the consultations.

Nick Lantinga,IAPCHE Executive Director, and Isaac
Mutua CPCHEA Executive Director, plan to attend the
consultations together. Mutua will report on what mem-
bers from the African region recommended at CI06;he
will also describe what CPCHEA is doing as the
IAPCHE African regional expression.Lantinga will
report on the theme ofCI06 and its implications for
CHE; he will also speak about the worldwide develop-
ment of CHE with particular reference to the June
Oxford Consultation. (See article adjacent.)

Each host has planned a program around a particular
topic, as noted in the list below. All Africans interested
in the promotion of integral CHE are invited to
attend one of the sub-regional consultations. Details
are as follows:

“Stir a cesspit,and a foul stench
arises;stir a perfume, and a delight-
ful fragrance ascends. But the
movement is identical”(Augustine,
City ofGod).

These last four months we worked
through nearly all the manuscripts
from last year’s international con-
ference. The many references to
Philippians prompted me to read
the letter again. In the four short
chapters, I found the word “mind”

6 times along with such other related words as “forgetting,” “think-
ing,” and “learning.”

However, I started to wonder if all the references to Philippians
meant the same thing. A different translation often used different
words for “mind” such as “as one man”(1:27) and “attitude” (2:5).
These various translations prompted me to consult a few commen-
taries in my friend John Hulst’s library.

These commentaries all highlighted the pressure upon the
Philippian church, both from the Jews who would chain salvation
to the law and from pagan libertines who reject Christ’s call to holy
living. In the face ofthis pressure, Paul urges his friends to “stand
firm” by “striving side by side with one mind for the faith of the
gospel”(1:27).Again,Paul says, “be of the same mind,having the
same love, being in full accord and ofone mind”(2:2).

Some commentators suggest that Paul recommends two kinds of
unity. The first deals with differences ofopinion and the second
deals with motivation. Think alike and work together. But there’s
another interpretation that I believe better helps us understand the
kind of unity we seek.In this reading Paul qualifies “mind”by
referring to such things as love and unity. We should attend,or be
mindful of, “the same thing, or “this one thing”(3:13).We are
mindful of “this one thing”because we love it and this shared love
makes us “friends ofJesus Christ.”

Paul describes “this one thing”as “forgetting what lies behind and
straining forward to what lies ahead,I press on toward the goal for
the prize of the heavenly call ofGod in Christ Jesus”(3:13-14).So
having the mind ofChrist hinges on straining to respond to God’s
call. I can think ofno better way to summarize that call toward
which we strain than the words of Jesus as he began his ministry:
“Come, follow me!”

Now, unless we believe that Jesus is indeed the full revelation of
God, then we have no reason to respond to the call ofJesus.
Therefore, in a sense, Paul’s “one thing”about which we must be
“like minded”includes the gospel’s proclamation to follow Jesus as
the Son ofGod. A generation ago we might have called this “mere
Christianity.” Today we might call it “simply Christian.” Regardless
of the name, Christian like-mindedness does not consist in passive
contemplation but rather in the active pursuit of God’s call into the
world. We are to seek his kingdom.

Like the Philippians, opponents may intimidate us as we pursue the
kingdom. However, this like-mindedness guards us from falling
apart under that pressure. This protection comes in part from the

humble acts ofservice to which God calls us. Paul says that if you
find “any encouragement in Christ”then “do nothing from selfish
ambition or conceit”and “let each of you look not to your own
interests”(2:1,3,5). Such like-mindedness should remind us of
James’formulation that faith without works is dead.

Besides opponents, we will sometimes find ourselves in disagree-
ment. Here Paul’s letter seems to make a distinction between the
big things, that we must “hold fast”and “be ofone mind,” and the
little things about which we can “think differently.” The big things
require unity;the little things require patience and friends. Paul
points out that if we “think differently about anything, this too
God will reveal to you” (3:15).In the mean time, we must be
patient and confident that “the peace ofGod,which surpasses all
understanding, will guard your hearts and your minds in Christ
Jesus”(4:7).

Of course, we can all become impatient. Even “mature” believers
like Euodia and Syntyche, who “struggled beside [Paul] in the work
of the gospel”quarrel. Here Paul calls upon a mutual friend to
help their mutual friends remember what it means to have the mind
of Christ.

To the many friends ofJesus Christ involved in Christian higher
education, regardless ofthe pressures in which we find ourselves,
we must continue to discuss all the “little things”between us while
minding the most important call ofGod to all ofus. By respond-
ing humbly and lovingly we will,as in Augustine’s image, provide a
“delightful fragrance”to the world.

H I S T O RY

IAPCHE History VIII
In History VII we presented a brief
review of the significant,long-last-
ing contributions made by the
association’s secretaries since its
beginning in 1975.We concluded
the review by noting that Dr. Paul
Schrotenboer, who began his time
of service as executive secretary in
1990,submitted his resignation—
primarily because ofill health—in
1996.

This was a critical time for the association; so critical that Dr. John
Vanderstelt,IAPCHE Board Chair, on behalfof the executive
committee, called for an IAPCHE strategy consultation which met
in Grand Rapids, December 1 and 2,1995.(I was invited to partici-
pate in this and subsequent consultations because I had been
appointed to serve as executive secretary of IAPCHE, following
my July 1996 retirement as president ofDordt College.) The signif-
icant nature of the consultation was evident from Vanderstelt’s
opening statement:“May the Lord bless our consultations in such a
manner that we will have more clarity as to what the future course
of action ofIAPCHE must be in at least the next five to ten
years.”

The notes ofthe 1995 consultation, plus subsequent reports and
correspondence, indicate that the following concerns were
expressed:

1.Perspective on Christian higher education. In developing its
perspective, the association must avoid two extremes:a) restricting
the meaning ofChristian to ecclesiastical creeds and practices, and
b) broadening the meaning ofChristian to the liberal sense of
some vague general commitment.Also, in developing its perspec-
tive, the association must continue to be reformed in the sense that
it acknowledges the lordship ofChrist in the world of education.

2. Organizational Questions. Do we need a different name? Is
IAPCHE an association of institutions, persons, or both? What
does membership in the association mean? How are members to be
involved in the work of the association? What, if anything, is to be
the function ofthe regions? What is to be the role of the (new)
executive secretary?

3. Purpose. What is the purpose ofthe association? Does the
association play a necessary role in the world of Christian higher
education? Why should institutions or individuals join the associa-
tion? What are the benefits of membership? What services should
IAPCHE provide its members? Conferences? Consultations?
Discipline specific discussions? Newsletter? Reviews? Bibliography?

4. Membership. The association was finding it difficult to increase
individual memberships, and the number ofinstitutional members
was decreasing. Several large and well-funded institutions were
withdrawing. Further, many of the individual members, including
those in leadership positions, were getting older or retiring;and lit-
tle had been done to involve younger academics or students in the
work of the association.

5. Shortage of Funds. Static and decreasing membership was, in

large part, the cause for a shortage of funds. And this shortage, in
turn, made it difficult for the association to function,e.g., the full
governing board had not been able to meet since 1987.Therefore
the question,what needs to be done to increase funding, and there-
by stabilize IAPCHE’s financial situation?

6. Long-range Planning. The board, executive committee, secre-
tariat, and membership did not have a clear understanding ofthe
overall structure of IAPCHE,plans for the next five to ten years,
and manageable projects for the next ten years. Therefore, it was
clear that a long-range plan should be developed.

A meeting ofthe executive committee, plus additional members of
the board, was called for September 6-9,1996.Again,I was invited
to attend that meeting as executive secretary elect,along with my
daughter, Susan De Young, who had agreed to assist me as office
manager. The stated purpose ofthat meeting was to engage in
planning, recognizing that this was the only way to deal responsibly
with the concerns expressed in the previous consultations.

At the beginning ofthe meeting, I presented a report in which I
spelled out issues facing IAPCHE as they were reflected in the con-
cerns that we have already noted.Following this report, Rev. Dirk
Hart, from the home missions office of the Christian Reformed
Church, was invited to lead the meeting in two strategic planning
sessions. As a result ofthese sessions the following list ofgoals
was established for the next four years:

1.Arrange for regional conferences.
2.Arrange for international institutional consultations.
3.Publish more issues ofContact, plus translate into languages other

than English.
4.Double regular membership;increase associate (institutional)

membership by five.
5.Establish a sound financial footing for the association.
6.Find seed money for student and professorial exchange.
7.Develop a regional inventory of concrete needs, resources, and

opportunities.
8. Introduce inter- and intra-regional materials.
9.Develop a database/home page, including an updated list of

members with addresses, e-mail addresses, FAX numbers, and
areas ofscholarship.

Attention was also given to IAPCHE’s mission statement.In an
attempt to clarify the purpose ofthe association, the statement was
revised to read as follows:

The International Association for the Promotion of Christian
Higher Education is a world-wide community of scholars and insti-
tutions and their supporters, which seeks to develop a network that
facilitates contact and mutual assistance, acts as a catalyst for
research and training, and encourages biblical and contextual
responses to the critical issues in contemporary society, so as to
help people serve the Lord Jesus Christ in an integral way.

At the conclusion ofthe meeting the executive committee placed
before me the following assignments:

1.Share the new mission statement with the membership—for
their reactions.

2.Work on the database and establish a home page.
3.Create a strategy for increasing membership.

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CHICAGO, USA—Last May, 70 US and Canadian professors, stu-
dents, and other intellectuals alighted in Chicago to attend Reading
the World: Developing a Christian Perspective for Our Times, a conference
convened by Dr. Clinton Stockwell, Chicago Semester director
and Dr. Brad Breems, sociology department chair at Trinity
Christian College.

The four-day event featured lectures, workshops, and urban activi-
ties. Distinguished presenters brought a range of topics on the
effects ofworldview on global social and cultural developments,
some with specific implications for Chicago.

R.C. Longworth, journalist and analyst of global shifts and their
squeezes on local communities and economies, examined “success-
ful” participants in globalization, those who find or are found in a
crucial niche relative to other world actors. Brutally, there are and
will continue to be losers.

Political science professor Larry Bennett and his co-authors of The
New Chicago: A Social and Cultural Analysisled a panel discussion of
the interrelations among skill,class, regional and local placement,
ethnicity, and power in achieving status in the contemporary world
and in Chicago as a case.

The brilliant Christian sociologist,David Lyon, in his “Surveillance
and the Social Sorting of the City,” revealed the panoptic possibili-
ties and pretensions ofthe exaggerated post-9-11 role of surveil-
lance, noting the difference between a caring watchfulness for the
good of the other, quintessential in God’s sweeping love, with the
narrower, fearful and exclusion-oriented “sorting” by powerful
political,economic, and military interests.

Doyen of global multiculturalism,Jan Nederveen Pieterse (U. of
Illinois) showed the effects ofdominance ofa particular political
and economic agenda in his lecture, “The Cultural Politics of Neo
Liberalism.”

In “Reading the Arts Glocallyin Our Backyard”, Dr. Calvin
Seerveld presented an illuminating session on urban aesthetics,
explaining some ofglobalization’s impacts on local life. He defined

“glocal”as “a committed world-and-life vision that is ‘globally’ (cos-
mically and historically) aware, but acts first-of-all locally from the
place you call home.”

Conferees then hit Chicago Loop streets for one oftwo tours:
Seerveld and architect Richard Smits guided one called “Public
Artwork in the City;CS’s Clinton Stockwell and David Frenchak led
“The City as Sacred Space.”

Govert Buijs’s “Christianity and Civil Society”perceptively showed
the origins ofa civil society springing from strains ofthe Christian
tradition,examining classical and enlightenment thought as other
contenders for the origin ofcivil society. Neither of these other
two thoughts, however, have the agapic action that encourages peo-
ple to care for the weak,the stranger, and dispossessed.

Center for Public Justice President Jim Skillensummed the confer-
ence by contending that Christians are to build the city and civil
society as a social good,with the task ofpolitics to be a public-legal
service allowing God’s cultural mandate to bring out the image of
God in humanity’s many aspects, revealing God as loving and giving
toward a just and bountiful world.

4.Work on plans for Indonesian and Latin American conferences
and a schedule for future conferences.

5.Develop an inventory of regional needs, resources, and opportu-
nities.

The Committee recognized that these were significant assignments;
in fact,they even wondered “if this is too much to ask ofthe exec-
utive secretary.” So, even though I had offered to volunteer my ser-
vices, they decided that if I needed more money to cover expenses
I could “make a request to the executive committee for more
funds.”

And so it was that I found myself in the position ofexecutive sec-
retary at a critical time in IAPCHE’s history, with significant assign-
ments directed toward specific goals. I was convinced that
IAPCHE should continue to exist;but I was also keenly aware of
my limitations and my dependence upon God ifI was going to
assist the association in the realization of its goals.

How can Christian higher education assist Christian elementary and secondary educa-
tion?Seattle, WA, USA,April 4-5,2008,Alta Vista.Contact
iapche@dordt.edu.

Round Table “Ubunto” 
by Dale Dieleman
Dale Dieleman, Africa Director for Worldwide Christian Schools
(WCS), sent a report on the All Africa Round Table held in Johannesburg,
South Africa, last March. The June issue ofContact reported on the conference
(p.6). Dieleman’s report communicates well the ethos ofhumility and enthusi-
asm that characterized the event and outlines some ofits results. Read on. 

Why we came.
We were over 140 delegates from 33 countries, 25 of which were
from the continent ofAfrica.We came as educators, pastors, busi-
ness persons, and NGO representatives in fields from health care to
holistic ministries. We came for the African child, to advocate for
their spiritual,physical,mental welfare and for the future of the
continent.

We acknowledged many things, but central to the various themes
was this given…that UNITED is the only way we can serve the
needs ofour children,breaking barriers of denominationalism,title,
race, age, so-called “expertise,” gender, and the always crippling
effects ofdivision though self-serving interests. We had to sacrifice
all these at the altar ofChristian humility, in the spirit oftruth and
community.

One delegate shouted,“It is time to throw down our flags.” These
“f lags” could be interpreted as anything we wave, perhaps in pride,
which separates us or hinders our selfless collaboration for the sake
of the African child.

This goes for all organizations and countries working in and with
Africans. We must model humility in our collaboration, forgetting
“turf ” mission work and “what is in it for us.” This begins with and
within WCS and its partners.

Above all,we cannot forge ahead with the following declarative
statements, to which we all signed,without going first to our knees

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in prayer. This was demonstrated so clearly as we, on the final
evening, shared the Lord’s Supper together.

United, we designed,determined ourselves, and dedicated our
resources, in solidarity, to act on this All Africa Round Table
Declaration…(points summarized as follows)…
- Establish and maintain high standards for intellectual,physi-

cal,emotional,social,and spiritual development ofour children,
- Model a Christ-like character to our studentsin integrity,

trust,loyalty, humility, and ethical behavior in every aspect ofour
lives,

- Battle in prayer for the advancement of the Kingdom of
God, evangelizing and discipling through Christian schooling
throughout Africa and especially in our own communities,

- Champion the extensive planning of new, effective, sustain-
able Christian schools and improve existing schools,

- Share responsibility for the child’s education through the
family, church, and school.

There were eight resolution statements in all.The others can be
summarized under the heading “network.”

In the immediate days following the Round Table, Samson
Makhado, regional director for the Association of Christian
Schools International (ASCI)-South Africa,and I had an opportuni-
ty to reflect on the event and the declaration statements and then
smile.

We could hardly believe it.What we had dared dream over the last
couple years about what needed to be done ifChristian schooling
was to advance in Africa had now come true—a Spirit-led body of
empowered Africans committing to the children of Africa,in the
context of Christian schools, not as islands in themselves, but as
one thread in the fabric of a strong African future.

Action Steps – post Round Table
1.Samson and I have committed ourselves, personally and together,
to determine our own organization’s strengths, how we can collabo-
rate without duplicating programs or resources.
2.We are developing time tables and budgets for the next two to
three fiscal years which will indicate which of the two organizations
will champion which specific service area required to reflect and
accomplish key results as referred to in the declaration.

Together WCS (Africa),and ACSI (South Africa),desire to model
as best we can,before God and all the delegates, the kind ofcol-
laboration called for in the Round Table Declaration. Perhaps it is
best put forward in the Zulu word, “Ubuntu.” Roughly translated it
means, “I am who I am because ofwho we are together.”

We, Samson and I,want to create and model,a living, Christian
Ubuntu.

In general,the CCCU will assist in advising on infrastructure, gov-
ernance, staffing, funding, library resources and national recogni-
tion. IAPCHE will offer assistance in curriculum development,fac-
ulty development and accreditation processes. ICHE will offer ser-
vices in culturally relevant programs and curricular development,
and can serve alongside IAPCHE in an accreditation process for
national and international recognition.The organizations commit-
ted themselves to supporting each other’s programs while attempt-
ing to avoid duplicating efforts.

Proposed Memo, Name, Website
A Memo ofUnderstanding (MOU) will be developed incorporating
all the relevant proposals. Although it is the three founding associa-
tions that will sign this document,other like-minded international
associations will be welcomed later. The MOU will contain all
essential elements such as a basic confessional stance and a com-
mitment to global Christian higher education. The proposed name
for the informal alliance is the Global Alliance for Christian Higher
Education. Gnanakan offered ICHE services to develop a website
for the alliance with input from the three associations.

Follow-up
The issue ofmembership was raised,since an alliance may have an
adverse effect on the smaller associations and their memberships.
Delegates recommended that measures such as identifying distinc-
tive services, criteria for membership in each association, and more
effective means ofmaintaining membership be discussed mutually.

To gain more clarity, each association was requested to review their
recommendations in consultation with their respective boards. It
was proposed that the next joint consultation be convened in about
two years and that all action items be reviewed and the alliance offi-
cially launched.Representatives from the three associations will be
in frequent contact during this period.

The Nagel Institute ofCalvin College offered to explore along with
IAPCHE the pursuit of a pilot study and reference project.Joel
Carpenter, Nagel Institute director and IAPCHE board vice-presi-
dent,was enthusiastic about the meeting:“IAPCHE’s great strength
is faith-learning issues in an international context. I believe that this
alliance will enable us tofreely borrow, refer and consult amongst
each other. The practical implication, I think, will be cross-group
co-promotion and common networking. It should strengthen the
work of each.”

CCCU President Paul Korts agreed.“Clearly, the Lord is blessing
the work of evangelization throughout many countries in the
Southern Hemisphere and the Asia-Pacific Rim regions,” he said,
“and Christian higher education in these areas needs to grow to
meet the demands resulting from successful evangelization in order
to under gird and support the church. ... I thank the Lord for the
leadership of these organizations and the mutual desire to do all
that we can to promote and advance the cause ofChrist-centered
higher education throughout the world.”

ICHE Board Chair Wil Goodheer said,“As the delegates from
around the world met it became obvious that IAPCHE,CCCU, and
ICHE would best serve our constituents by working together
toward common goals and providing the leadership our member
institutions are requesting. A most significant breakthrough came as

all agreed that to cooperate is better than to duplicate efforts or
even neglect important aspects ofour ministry.”

IAPCHE and CCCU began in 1975 and 1976 respectively. ICHE
began in 1997.IAPCHE now has individual and institutional mem-
bers in 66 countries, CCCU has institutional members in 25,and
ICHE in 17.Website addresses for the organizations are

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Rise of Religion on College Campuses
NEW YORK, USA—Recent studies ofcollege students’attitudes
toward religion suggest that the academy is no longer the bastion of
secularism it was once assumed to be. According to a 2007 Higher
Education Research Institute survey (spirituality.ucla.edu),83 per-
cent ofAmerican college students are affiliated with some denomi-
nation or religion,and nearly four in five say they believe in God.
But these studies further reveal that the spiritual landscape on
today’s college campuses is virtually unrecognizable from what
we’ve seen in the past.Evangelicalism—often in the form of extra-
denominational or parachurch campus groups—has eclipsed main-
stream Protestantism.Catholicism and Judaism,too, are thriving, as
are other faiths.

How to make sense ofthe plethora of faith communities on
today’s college campuses? With support from the Teagle
Foundation, the Social Science Research Council has published an
online guide, The Religious Engagements ofAmerican
Undergraduates (http://r eligion.ssrc.org/reguide/), which was
derived from a series ofessays it commissioned from leading
authorities in the field of religion and American higher education,
as well as from a review of current scholarship.

“Many faculty had simply assumed that religion would gradually
fade away with secularization, but reality belies this assumption,”
explained Craig Calhoun,president ofthe SSRC and also a project
participant.“Increasing numbers of students are insisting that reli-
gion belongs in the public square, and many American colleges and
universities are unprepared to deal with this. In some cases, the
extra-curricular mechanisms are in place, but there is hardly any
space for religion in traditional scholarly disciplines. Rather, it tends
to be segmented off into specialized areas ofstudy.”

“In the Teagle Foundation’s work with colleges and universities, we
keep finding that understanding students’engagement with the ‘big
questions’and with religion and spirituality is essential for effective
teaching in a wide range of courses and settings,” said W. Robert
Connor, president ofthe Teagle Foundation. “This guide was
designed to provide the help college teachers need in this important
but very sensitive area.”

CAMBRIDGE,USA—Dr. Roy Clouser, professor emeritus of
philosophy and religion at the College of New Jersey, will be giving
the 13th annual Kuyper Lecture on Oct 18 at 7 pm.The venue this
year is Pound Hall,Harvard Law School,Cambridge, Mass., USA.
Clouser’s lecture is titled “A Third View of Rights:A Critique of
Both the Declaration and the Constitution.”

The Kuyper Lecture is sponsored by the Center for Public Justice.
By means ofthe Kuyper Lecture, the Center seeks to promote
public consideration of three important dynamics at work in today’s
world: the deep, driving influence ofcompeting religions in human
society;the comprehensive and inescapable claim of Jesus Christ
on the world; and the strength and influence ofinternational bonds
of Christian Community.

College of Education Opens Its Doors
COIMBATORE,INDIA—T he new C.S.I. Bishop Appasamy
College of Education passed its final inspection in July, enabling it
to admit students in August.The school year began with a five-day

faculty development program for the staff, focusing on innovative
teaching methodology and selfanalysis, with time for brainstorm-
ing, intense discussions, and decision making.

This endeavor is the latest offshoot of the Coimbatore Diocese in
the southwest region of Tamil Nadu,which offers excellent educa-
tional service through its many institutions. A vast number ofinsti-
tutions require well-trained teachers to offer quality education,
along with Christian nurture. With this ideal in view, the C.S.I.
Bishop Appasamy College of Education was envisaged and became
another milestone in the faith-journey of the diocese in 2007.

The mission ofthe College of Education is founded on the recog-
nition that teachers are agents ofsocial transformation and must be
“equipped to do every good work” (I Timothy 3:17).While human
values are easily sidelined in this information age, educating chil-
dren is a theologically significant ministry. Therefore the college
seeks to enable its teacher trainees to aim for holistic develop-
ment—physical,intellectual,emotional,social,and spiritual,to
enhance their personal and professional competence and skills, to
imbue eternal values, and to be proactive and responsible role-mod-
els.

The college has been approved by National Council for Teacher
Education (NCTE),the national apex body for teacher education
and by Bharathiar University, its regional academic authority. Dr.
Beulah Jeyaseeli has been named principal.She requests earnest
prayer from the IAPCHE membership for this fledgling institution.

Hennie Bingle Dies at 96
PRETORIA, RSA—On June 29,2007,Prof. Hennie Bingle died at
the age of 96 in Pretoria,South Africa,where he lived the last few
years of his life. He was the fourth Rector in the 138-year history
of the Potchefstroom University for Christian Higher
Education, serving from 1964-1977.He served as Chancellor of
the university from 1981-1991,making a 53-year bond with the uni-
versity, starting as a freshman in 1927.

Prof. Bingle was the convener of
the international meeting of
Christian scholars in 1975 which led
to the founding ifIAPCHE--an
association that has developed a
extensive international Christian
scholarly network. The convening
of this conference was remarkable
in that this was in the days of the
apartheid controversy and there
were many obstacles for delegates
to get to South Africa.

During Bingle’s time as Rector, the
university it had its greatest growth
ever, with a three-fold increase in
the number ofstudents and the
addition of sixteen new academic
departments, a satellite campus in
another city, and many building
projects. IAPCHE remembers Prof.
Bingle as a man used by God to
further the cause ofChristian high-
er education.

Wolterstorff Book Prompts Symposium
CHARLOTTESVILLE,USA—Most contemporary philosophical
approaches to justice focus on institutions and the political proce-
dures that are necessary to confer legitimacy on governmental
structures. Little explicit attention is given to the question of
whether it is necessary to ground such procedures in anything more
fundamental.In his forthcoming book,Justice: Rights and Wrongs,
Nic holas Wolterstorff, Senior Fellow of the University of
Virginia’s Institute for Advanced Studies in Culture (IASC),devel-
ops a theory of justice that provides such a grounding. He argues
that justice is based in the rights ofindividuals and counters those
who claim that the idea ofnatural human rights was born of
modes ofthought that are problematically individualistic.

To engage the central themes in Justice, IASC hosted a symposium
on Professor Wolterstorff ’s book in March. Participants offered
critical extensions ofthose themes in Justicethat touched most
directly on their areas ofexpertise. As such, presenters engaged in
independently creative work that took Professor Wolterstorff ’s
analysis as a point ofdeparture. For more details, see

(FTL).

As the Task Force envisioned the possibilities ofChristian higher
education, the necessity ofa coordinated effort, in which IAPCHE
could play a significant role, became more evident.Representatives
of both CRWM and FTL expressed their commitment to consider
IAPCHE an important operative element in their respective strate-
gies and to participate actively in IAPCHE’s efforts to strengthen
the development ofa formal regional council.Dr. Alcantara also
had the opportunity to meet some ofthe members of IAPCHE in
Costa Rica.They were encouraged by the news of the Task Force
and expressed their renewed interest in consolidating a chapter of
IAPCHE in Costa Rica.They have already made plans to organize
an event on Reformation Day (October 2007),in which the work
of AIPESC (IAPCHE in Spanish) will be presented.

African Bridges Begun
JOS, NIGERIA—Adrian and Wendy Helleman recently returned
from a short trip to South Africa in which they sought to build
bridges between universities in Nigeria and South Africa.Since they
work primarily with masters and doctoral students in Nigeria,their
concern is to enable students to get as good degree as possible
while remaining in their own country. This is difficult for a number
of reasons. Few schools in Nigeria,with the exception of Roman
Catholic seminaries, offer more than a handful ofcourses in philos-
ophy at the undergraduate level.And most seminaries do not have
the necessary resources to offer a good graduate degree in theology,
since at that level their faculties are limited and their libraries are
inadequate.

During this two week period the Hellemans visited three universi-
ties, Nor th-West University, the University of the Free State in
Bloemfontein,and the University of Stellenbosch. They made sev-
eral presentations and lectures and led a few seminars and work-
shops at these three universities. They also talked with faculty mem-
bers and deans, finding not only a warm welcome but also an excel-
lent reception for their request for help for Nigerian universities.
The Hellemans initiated the trip because ofthe importance they
attach to networking in the context of Christian higher education.
Now they look to their colleagues at the University of Jos to follow
up the leads that they have made.
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Fund Raising Impacts Higher Education
GRAND RAPIDS, USA—Dir k W. Vander Steen, a retired mis-
sionary and pastor, now serves as a resource developer (fund raiser)
for Christian Reformed World Missions (CRWM).He sees his cur-
rent work as an even greater ministry than his earlier missionary
work. In the past three years, Vander Steen has worked in higher
education in Nigeria as a volunteer mentor to the newly established
Advancement Office in Jos, traveling to Nigeria twice a year for
four to six weeks to assist the Executive Director, Dr. Victor
Dugga.Vander Steen’s fund-raising activities, both in the USA and
abroad in Nigeria,Ghana,and Latin America,have impacted acade-
mics especially in the area oftechnology that delivers Christian
higher education content.For example, the University in Jos is
focused on acquiring the library services ofthe E-granery Widernet
program of the University of Iowa.The Christian University in
Mkar, Nigeria,will soon have similar services.

College Celebrates 50 years, Looks Ahead
JHONGLI, TAIWAN—Dr. Herder Lee, President ofSheng-te
Christian College (SCC) in Taiwan,reports that the college celebrat-
ed its 50th anniversary with the publication of a book and DVD
for the occasion.The college also published a Sheng-te English
Quarterly and an Alumni Association Quarterly this year, and pro-
duced a DVD to help with recruitment.

SCC serves both young adults and older students. It aims to equally
develop the spirit,mind,and body so that each student may be salt
and light to the world. SCC has eight departments:Foreign
Language, Music, Mass Media,Applied Arts, Management
Information Systems, Social Work, and Missions. In the future, the
college hopes to purchase more land,add, expand,and modernize
facilities, add more faculty, and expand cooperation with other insti-
tutes and organizations of similar background.

Service-learning Pedagogy Explored
PALOS HEIGHTS, USA—Dr. Patricia L. Powell, Associate
Professor ofEducation at Trinity Christian College, taught an hon-
ors seminar course at Trinity entitled,“Academic Partnered
Learning or Service-Learning Across the Curriculum,” in which
honors college participants chose a service-learning project con-
nected to their major, planned and implemented their project,and
shared the results oftheir project with the larger Trinity communi-
ty. The pedagogy of service-learning from a Christian perspective
allowed students to be transformative in their approach to their
individual projects and to learn that they can make a difference in
various aspects ofour world.

Reformed Seminaries to Share Expertise
GENEVA, SWITZERLAND—The World Alliance ofReformed
Churches (WARC) led the first ever Consultation of Reformed
Theological Institutions bringing together 50 seminary leaders from
around the world to discuss the things that bind and separate them.
A report released from the meeting states, “We have started to
build friendships and we want to extend the sharing ofour exper-
tise, perspectives and experience. We seek to expand our engage-
ment in student exchange, faculty exchange, visiting scholars,
research collaboration and sharing bibliographical materials, all of
which enrich theological education.”

The group of seminary leaders has agreed to meet again in two or

three years for a large gathering as well as participate in smaller
regional gatherings. One key purpose ofthe meeting was to allow
for a greater conversation between the seminaries in the global
north (Europe and North America) and those in the global south
(Central and South America and Africa).Heads oftheological insti-
tutions attending came from Italy, France, Canada,Northern
Ireland,the Netherlands, Sweden,Scotland,United States,
Cameroon,Ghana,China,Korea,Indonesia,Lebanon,Mexico,
Cuba,and many other countries.

CAC Lists Books in China
BERKELEY, USA—Since 1985 there has been a revival of reli-
gious studies in mainland China.Chinese scholars in the fields of
philosophy, literature and history have written numerous books on
different aspects ofChristianity, especially as a cultural and histori-
cal force. There have also been translations of classic and contem-
porary Western books on Christianity. Taken as a whole, these
books provide Chinese readers with an introduction to Christian
history and culture and theology.

However, these books have been published in various places in
China,with limited runs from 3,000 to 20,000 copies. There has
been no systematic distribution or advertising. As a result,there is a
widespread lack of awareness ofthe availability of these works.

China Academic Consortium (CAC) has addressed this need with
its Annotated Bibliography Project.Working with the Institute of
Sino-Christian Studies (ISCS) in Hong Kong, CAC is producing a
systematic and comprehensive bibliography on all significant books
on Christianity published in China from 1985 to the present.The
bibliography provides summaries in Chinese and English.The bibli-
ography is located on the website ofEducational Resources and
Referrals – China (ERRC) at http://www.errchina.com/bibliogra-
phy.html

Symposium Calls for Dialogue
MINNEAPOLIS, USA—“The university is a pluralistic context,
and dialogue, not attempts at hegemony, should characterize it,”
said Nic holas Wolterstorff, one of three conversants in the
February 19 Symposium on Civic Engagement and Moral
Education. The Symposium,which was held at U of Minnesota’s
Humphrey Center, was sponsored by the MacLaurin Institute ,
and joined by various institutional co-sponsors from throughout the
university. Nearly 225 faculty, scholars, administrators, and commu-
nity members filled the auditorium for the event,which is available
on the institute website (maclauren.org) as a series oftwo down-
loadable MP3 files.

Professor Wolterstorff, who spoke after Professors Richard
Bernstein and Mark Bauerlein,is the former Noah Porter Professor
of Philosophical Theology at Yale University, and a leading
Christian philosopher who helped found the Society ofChristian
Philosophers. He began by openly grounding his views in his
Christian convictions, acknowledging at the outset that he believes
there is an objective structure to justice, often phrased as “natural
rights.” Because universities are pluralistic contexts of “diverse
moral vision,” responsible voices, secular and religious, must dia-
logue about those moral visions as well as how to cultivate students
who embody deep civic commitment.
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Of particular interest to Christians were closing comments by
Wolterstorff. He expressed his concern that evangelicals have com-
promised their deepest convictions by sometimes resorting to
power politics. Instead,suggested Wolterstorff, the Christian path
lies in respectful,thoughtful dialogue with those who do not neces-
sarily share our moral vision,a dialogue that should flourish in
institutions like the University of Minnesota.

African Campuses Impress Gathro
WASHINGTON, DC, USA—Council for Christian Colleges
and Universities Executive Vice President Rich Gathro recently
visited East Africa,to serve as commencement speaker for the
graduation ceremonies ofUganda Christian University (UCU),
and to meet with administrators, faculty, and students there. He also
visited three campuses in Nairobi,Kenya:Africa Nazarene
University, Daystar University and Nairobi Evangelical
Graduate School of Theology.

“All four campuses I visited in Africa are beautiful places with sub-
stantial facilities and are led by highly trained African leaders,” said
Gathro. “I was deeply impressed with the quality and leadership of
each of them.The joy and commitment that I discovered was a
humbling experience. The Western Church and Academy have
things to learn from our colleagues in East Africa.As we all know,
the centers of the Church are moving into the Africa,Asia and
Latin America.Consequently, Christ-centered universities are devel-
oping and that will provide significant leaders for these regions of
the world.”

BOMBAY, INDIA—“Y outh,Wholeness and Visual Media”was
the theme ofa consultation organized by Galilean International
Films and Television Service (GIFTS) on May 23 at the YMCA
International House at Bombay. Forty-seven youth pastors/leaders
from churches, assemblies and fellowships, parents and teachers of
the metropolis ofBombay (“Bollywood”) came together for the
consultation. 35 attended a second meeting held in Pune on June
23.More consultations are planned in other urban centers.

Rev. Dr. C. D. Jebasingh, founder and president ofGIFTS, pre-
pared the content ofthe consultation with a view to pose chal-
lenges to the church to redeem youth from film, TV and Internet
that influence them to deviate from wholesome living. The Mission
of GIFTS is to mobilize the Church on the use ofvisual media
products through training, production and evangelism.

BUDAPEST, HUNGARY—Dr. Peter Balla, Professor ofNew
Testament Studies at Karoli Gaspar Reformed University, won a
follow-up scholarship from the Alexander von Humboldt
Foundation, for a research stay in July and August 2007 at the
University of Heidelberg, for working on a commentary on Paul’s
Letter to the Galatians.

N.T. Wright Lectures Shared by WYSOCS
LEEDS, ENGLAND—T he West Yorkshire School of Christian
Studies(WYSOCS) celebrated its 21st birthday in June. Two lec-
tures by guest ofhonor Bishop N.T. Wright can be heard on
http://www.reformational.org.ukor downloaded via the same page.
The lectures are “Thinking about God in Tomorrow’s World,” and
“Whatever did St.Paul do with the Kingdom ofGod?”

The pioneers of WYSOCS were David Lyon and Ruth Hanson.
In the 1970s David and Ruth were both involved in research and
teaching at the University of Bradford. They met from time to time
to discuss doing work in the social sciences from a Christian per-
spective. For several years David also worked with John Stott at the
London Institute for Contemporary Christianity. Founded in 1982,LICC
sought to equip Christians to engage biblically and relevantly with
everyday issues. David impressed on John Stott that a London pro-
gram was too distant for people in the north of England and urged
John to set up a northern version of LICC. John’s response was to
tell David to do so himself.

Accordingly David and Ruth each chose three others from their
churches to form a committee, and arranged lectures, beginning in
1986.Over the years many friends from Leeds, Bradford, Wakefield
and Huddersfield have served on the committee ofwhat became
known as the West Yorkshire School ofChristian Studies(WYSOCS).
Ruth’s husband,David Hanson, co-led from early on.David Lyon

Habermas in particular rejected or
ignored Adorno’s central insights on the negative effects ofcapitalism and
new technologies upon nature and human life. In this book,Lambert
Zuidervaart reclaims Adorno’s insights from Habermasian neglect,while tak-
ing up legitimate Habermasian criticisms. He also addresses the prospects for
radical and democratic transformations of an increasingly globalized world.
